Data Collected
Name, telephone number, email address, year of study, school or college, course of
interest and current application status.

Access, sharing and storage
Appropriate University staff will have access to the personal data. This may include sharing
information with other departments within the University, such as the Admissions Team.

Information will not be shared with any third party without written consent or unless
the University is required to do so by law, any court or tribunal, or any professional regulator
such as the Office for Students.

Information will be stored securely within university systems. Strict procedures are in place to
ensure limited and secure access.

Retention Period

All recorded information will be kept for a period of 3 years, as determined by our
legitimate business needs and any legal obligation which may apply. After this retention
period, all information will be confidentially destroyed.
